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VICKI'S VICTORY

CHIPS DEBUT AT CLYDE'S

Vicki Lang didn’t expect to come
anywhere near winning the 24th Annual
Clyde’s 10k, especially when she saw Julie
Thienel, Lisa Coleman, Pat Wilkerson, Pat
Keating and, especially, Vanessa Cox at the
starting line. Vanessa had beaten Vicki by
over two minutes at the Cherry Blossom 10
Miler the week before, and Lang did not thing
she had fully recovered from an injury she
suffered last year. In fact, Vicki reckoned
she’d just be trying for an age-group award.
But through the first two miles, Lang
tenaciously worked her way past other women
runners and, at the bottom of the hill on
Columbia Road, found herself right behind the
leader, Vanessa. “When I saw her sort of
struggling up the hill, I got pumped,” Vicki
said. Lang surged resolutely past Cox, taking
the lead at the top of the hill and going on to
an unexpected victory in 39:08. Cox finished
second in 39:45.

In the men’s race, top-seeded Chris
Chattin, Howard County Strider Runner of the
Year for 2001, was likewise recovering from
an injury, but his race was not so successful.
He stayed with the lead pack, which had
started out “conservatively,” for about half of
the race. Then, at the same hill where Cox
would succumb to Lang, Matt Green, Bobby
Van Allen, and 16-year-old Matt Sanders
swept past Chattin. “I knew I was racing a
legend,” said Green, who picked up the pace

on the hill. Green passed Sanders near the
top of the even longer hill on Route 108,
taking the lead and running by himself until
he crossed the finish line to win in 33:45. “I
wanted to break 34 [minutes]” he said.

Peter Kirk earned award for top master
runner, while Patricia Keating won the same
award for the women’s gender. “I didn’t like
the long hill,” said Kirk, a regular participant
in the Clyde’s races. He had a good race in
spite of the hill and might even have run a
little faster than last year. “The hill blows,”
Ms. Keating remarked after the race, echoing
the sentiment of Mr. Kirk. Pat was actually
not the first woman over 40 to cross the finish
line. Vanessa Cox and Lisa Coleman finished
second and third and claimed overall prizes.

Winners and age group winners received
gift certificates for Clyde’s of Columbia.
Courtesy of Clyde’s, all participants and
volunteers enjoyed a fabulous post-race
brunch on the shores of Lake Kittimiqundi.
Served at five long tables, the fare included
chicken sandwiches, pasta salad, fresh fruit,
hot dogs and chili, bagels, Coca Cola soft
drinks, and four kegs of Bud and Bud Light.
Two more kegs were brought later. The
awards ceremony was held back 30 minutes
so everyone could have a helping or two.

This year the race became the second race
in Howard County (the Columbia Triathlon
was the first) to use the ChampionChip
scoring system whereby runners’ times are
automatically recorded when they run, with
their chips attached to shoes, over electornic
mats at the beginning and end of the race.
The Annapolis Striders lent their Champion-
Chip mats to the Howard County Striders for
this purpose, and Jim DiScuillo’s software
handled the rest. In fact, the complete results
had been tabulated by 9:30 am, a half hour
before the awards ceremony began. Only one
runner out of 1230 finishers reported a mis-
scoring (his start time was not recorded).
Another runner didn't wear his ‘chip and was
not scored, while a third runner dropped his
chip but recovered it and carried it to the
finish, swiping it across the finish mat by
hand. “I used a newer, faster ‘beta-version’
today,” Mr. DiScuillo boasted.

The scoring went like this. The top three
winners overall were scored on the basis of
“gun” time, or elapsed time since the start of
the race. The age-group winners were scored
on the basis of “chip” time, or time between
first and last crossing of the mats. “That
way,” explained Mr. DiScuillo, “an elderly
person or a young person could start behind
the faster runners, not interfere with the
start, and still win something in his age
group.” The use of the chip time figured in at
least one age group award. Dorothy Beckett
actually crossed the finish line before her age-
group competitor Lisa Fichman, but because
Lisa started behind her she had the faster
chip time (by one second) and placed second

rather than third among the 40-44 women.
Neither Lisa nor Dorothy seemed concerned,
and, either way, Beckett set a personal
record. “No big deal,” explained Dorothy.
“We both got the same award.”

Howard County Junior Striders and
Junior Strider alumni figured prominently in
the race. Juniors Shane Wolter, Scott Dagley,
and Joey Esposito swept the 14 and under
male division. The latter two had never raced
a 10k before. A regular at the Strider weekly
races, Johnna Esposito likewise claimed first
in the 14 and under female division, although

little brother Joey did beat her. Finally,
Junior Strider graduate David Ragowski
placed third in the 15-19 male group.

Among the other stories was that of Dr.
Bobby Gessler, who finished second among the
40-44 men (38:55) and edged the legendary
Bob Burns by five seconds (chip time). A few
days before the race, Bobby had stubbed his
toe and broken it. The injury didn’t seem to
bother him. “I should break toes more often,”
he said.

Charlie Brown directed the Clyde’s 10k,
his first race as director. He also did the
announcing at the awards ceremony. The
Howard County Striders put on the race,
which has enjoyed the same sponsor— Clyde’s
of Columbia— for nearly a quarter of a
century. The Striders wish to thank the
Howard County Police Department for
flawless traffic control and the Annapolis
Striders for the use of their ChampionChip
system.

TRIPP CRUSHES FIELD
AT DUCKWORTH 5k

Jason Tripp had never won a race
(according to his mom), but he may have had
a feeling he would when only about 50
runners showed up for the 11th Annual
Duckworth Relays 5k on March 23 at
Oakland Mills High School. Sure enough,
Jason found himself quite alone and leading
everyone after the first mile of the race. He
went on to win easily in 17:52, over a minute
ahead of second-place Dan Laukzemis. Jason
did not stay after the race to collect his
trophy; he rushed off because his wife was
expecting their third child!

Robyn Humphrey similarly had an easy
time winning the women’s race (20:38),
although she secretly wanted to beat oJim
Carbary (and she almost did, too!). “You've
just got to know which race to run,” she said
after winning.

Elementary and middle school runners —
the future of Howard County running — ran a
one-mile fun run that started a half hour
before the 5k. About 140 of the young runners
competed not only against each other but also
for a banner to be displayed at the school
presenting the most runners. Eleven-year-old
Chris Liggitt won the mile race outright in
5:54, the only sub-six minute performance in
the race, while Clemmons Crossing won the
banner for the third year in a row (we think).
A number of Howard County Junior Striders
set personal records including Tiffany Lang
(7:20), Rachel Carbary (7:23), and Samantha
Speierman (7:25).

The Duckworth Relays 5k and Fun Run is
held each Spring in conjunction with a track
meet of the same name. Because of
construction, the venue for both races changed
this year from Glenelg High School to Oakland
Mills High School. Phil Lang laid out new
courses for both the 5k and one mile runs,
and, with the help of the Oakland Mills Track
team, helped keep the runners on course
while they were running. Don Disney,
Director of Athletics for Howard County
Schools directly the race. The Duckworth
Relays take place each Spring in memory of
Steve Duckworth, former Director of Athletics
and Howard County Strider.

BLOSSOMS ACTUALLY SEEN!

The Cherry Blossom 10 Miler celebrated
its 30th birthday on Sunday, April 7, with
near-perfect conditions: cool temperatures,
sunnny skies, and— for once— only a trace of
a breeze. A large contingent Howard County
Striders made the annual pilgrimage to West
Potomac Park.; the 68 Striders (at last count)
actually comprised over one per cent of the
total field of 6000.

Taking full advantage of the good weather
and fast course were 12 Striders (at last
count) who set who personal records. Junior
Strider Coach Anthony Fleg had the fastest
PR. He “hung like a leach” onto Trey Cassidy
of the US National Duathlon Team, and the
two ran together until the eight mile mark.
Then Anthony pulled away, running the final
two miles in 10:40. Julie Thienel, most
improved runner of 2001, continued her
improvement with yet another personal
record. After a late start, Julie lead the
Strider women’s open team to second place in
their category. Her teammates Kerrie Bowes
and Ellie Bateman also set personal records.

Although Dave Berardi did not set a
personal record, his 53:22 was good enough
for second among all master runners in the
field. With Rob Marino and Vanessa Cox, his
Master Blasters coed team lived up to their
name, averaging a time of 57:50 per runner
and scoring an overwhelming victory in that
category— the only victory by a Strider team
that day. The Striders fielded no fewer than
four coed master teams out of nine total.

The 30th running of the Cherry Blossom
10 Miler almost didn’t happen. The race lost
the sponsorship of Nortel Networks last year,
and the Credit Unions of America stepped in
to sponsor the race this year. The popular
Boston Bill Rodgers gave a seminar at the
pre-race expo and also ran in the 10-miler. He
waved at everyone who greeted him during
the event.
