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METRIC MADNESS
STRIKES COLUMBIA!

TRIPP, ALTIERI WIN EASILY

Patty Keating would have won the
women’s Metric Marathon (26.2 km or 16.3
mi) except that the legendary Bea Marie Altieri
returned unexpectedly from Florida and
crushed the women’s field. “It was a lot of
fun!” enthused Bea Marie, who was the
fastest Howard County woman when she

. lived in Columbia several years ago. Visiting
her friend Vicki Lang, Ms. Altieri popped up
from Clermont, FL, and signed up after
discovering the Metric was on the weekend of
her stay. In the race, Bea Marie exhibited the
same racing strategy she always had: seize
the early lead and extend it.

In fact, Altieri finished fourth overall
(1:43:43), only a few minutes behind the
men’s winner. Keating never stood a chance
and didn’t even see the leader after the start.
“She could have run the [accompanying] 5k
and still had enough time to beat me in the
Metric, a defeated Pat Keating said. Keating
and Altieri were the only women in the field to
break 2 hours for the 16.3 mile race.

The men’s competition was closer, but
winner Jason Tripp really had no problems
with the men’s field. Jason surged to an early
lead and expected other runners would match
his pace, but “nobody wanted to come along.”
So he ran the entire race in the company of
lead biker Bill Brandenstein. By the half-way
point, Tripp had gotten so far ahead of the
runners immediately behind him that, having
no one to follow, they missed a turn and
briefly went off course. Although he wasn’t
looking behind, Jason didn’t really feel
comfortable until the last six miles when he
was on “home turf’ and knew he could hold off

any challenger. But he didn’t have to. His
winning time of 1:39:16 represented a Metric
personal record. “I thought I had to break
1:40 to make it legitimate,” he commented.

Many runners used the Metric Marathon
to prepare for real marathons later. Greg
Schuler prepared for Marine Corps with a real
desire, finishing seventh overall and winning
the masters age category in 1:48:26. Bound
for the New York City Marathon, Keith
Wunsch attempted to run the Metric with a
steady 8-minute-per-mile pace and “felt good

the whole way.” Jason Tripp intended to run
the Baltimore Marathon. On the other hand,
Ms. Keating had already qualified for the
2005 Boston Marathon by running the Air
Force Marathon (Dayton, OH). “I was getting
ready for the Metric,” she joked.

Of special note among the performances of
the day were those of the two youngest
runners ever to complete the Metric Marathon.
Thirteen-year-old Graham Bazell, a former
Junior Strider champion, finished the grueling
16.3 miles in 2:01:46 and placed second in
the men’s 19-and-under group. He wasn’t the
youngest person in the race. That distinction
belonged to his younger brother Jason, 12
(2:50:17). Both Jason and Graham practiced
with the Bagel runners on Saturday mornings.
(Interestingly, the oldest Metric Marathoner,
Allan Oshry, 67, beat the youngest Metric
Marathoner by nearly six minutes.)
as the finish moved from the old Rouse
Company parking lot to the bike path near
the People Fountain next to Clyde’s. None of
the old hills were omitted, although some of
the old Metric hands believed they were
getting steeper.

Those not quite up to running the full
Metric competed in an accompanying 5k race.
There, Junior Strider Nicole Shouse (age 13)
gave veteran Robyn Humphrey (age 40) quite
a scare, but the older runner squeezed out a
win in 19:16 and preserved order and
decorum in the running world. Nicole not only
set a personal record in the 5k, but so did her
mother Karen (21:28). In the men’s 5k, Jay
Sweet outlasted Luis Diaz to win the shorter
race in 17:24.

Known for its hills as well as its peculiar
distance, Metric Marathon course runs from
the center of Columbia to Ellicott City and
back on residential roads as well as bike-
paths. The course changed slightly this year.
The finish moved from the old Rouse
Company parking lot to the bike path near
the People Fountain next to Clyde’s. None of
the old hills were omitted, although some of
the old Metric hands believed they were
getting steeper.

A field of 308 runners completed the 16.3
Metric Marathon, while 130 completed the 5k.
The excellent fall weather, sunny and cool,
improved the sizes of the fields, and a number
of participants registered on the morning of
the race.

Overall and age group winners won
walnut plaques and gift certificates from Feet
First in Wilde Lake. All finishers received the
well-known Metric Marathon running gloves, a
bottle of water, and all the Gatorade and
Ledo pizza they could consume.

“Yeah, but where were the cookies?”
asked Mike Baziz, who had just completed his
20th Metric Marathon. “No bananas! No
cookies! No soda! This isn’t the 5k, after all.”
Actually, he missed the bananas. Finishers
also enjoyed bottled water and bagels.

In its 28th year, the Metric Marathon is
staged every fall by the Howard County
Striders. John and Ann Worley directed the
event. “I delegated everything and didn’t
have to do anything!” Mr. Worley said. John
was assisted by volunteers from the Columbia
Clippers swim team, the Boy Scouts of
America, and students from various local High
Schools. Howard County Police provided

excellent traffic control at tricky corners along
the tedious route, and many of the runners
thanked the officers they ran past.

Mark Gilmore not only led a large
contingent of Howard: County Striders at the
Baltimore Marathon, he was also the third
Marylander to finish and, representing the
Navy, the first finisher from the Armed
Forces. Meanwhile, Jason Tripp ran with the
top women marathoners; after he pulled away
from them, he set a personal record. Jerry
Warfield made a statement among the over-60
men with a 3:18, which won the age group
and also beat the top finishers in the 55-59
AG, who were also Howard County Striders.

The marathon served as the prime event
in the Baltimore Distance Festival, which also
included a half marathon (2809 finished), a
5k (778 finished), and a marathon relay.
Strider Alvin Yew anchored the winning Trep
Runners team (2:34:41), but the all-Strider
Maryland Track Club team (Mike Dusenbery,
Mehdi Addadi, Mike Brosenne, Luis Diaz)
wasn’t that far behind (2:44:25). Pat
Wilkerson, Pat Keating, Julie Thienel, and
Tacy Feliciano teamed to win the women’s
marathon team competition (3:00:51). There
were 66 men’s teams and 58 women’s teams.

Finally, Miles Weigold supervised over 30
Howard County Strider volunteers as the now-
famous 10-mile water stop, universally
acclaimed as the best one in the race. All
2189 who completed the full marathon ran
past Mr. Weigold and his enthusiastic crew.
