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HASAN OUTKICKS CLAPPER
AT CLYDE'S

ALTIERI RIDES AGAIN

Faisal Hasan believed he had a chance of
winning this year’s Clyde’s 10k race if he
stayed with the leaders until the final half
mile. The former Wilde Lake runner, a 4:15
miler now at the University of Maryland,
knew he could out-kick any one else likely to
be in the field. “I knew that, too,” said Gerry
Clapper, who has won Clyde’s 10k in previous
years. Running a 5:25 first mile and a 5:02
second mile, Hasan and Clapper joined Matt
Ventimiglia of Annapolis and Brian Ferari of
Williamsport in a lead pack of four that broke
away from the other fast runners between two
and three miles. The four tested each other
for the remainder of the race and ran the last
mile particularly hard. They rounded the
final turn onto Little Patuxent Parkway
together, and Ferrari surged about 600 years
from the finish. Both Clapper and Hasan
answered the charge, but, sure enough, the
miler won the race to the line. Faisal’s 32:07
victory may signify a changing of the guard at
the race; the 21-year-old miler was born the
first year that Clyde’s held its famous 10k.

The surprise in the women’s race was not
that Columbian Bea Marie Altieri won, but
that she took so long to assume the lead.
Maggie Lasaga-Flister of Catonsville flew
through the first uphill mile in 6:10 with both
Altieri and Baltimore’s Denise Knickman in
pursuit. Knickman took the lead at the

bottom of the hill, and “with a convoy of men,”
Altieri moved to the front at the top of the
next hill near two miles. By the turnaround
at three miles, Bea Marie had a lead of 50
yards on Denise, and she cruised on to win in
37:02.

In the master’s competition, Rockville’s
Peter Kirk gained a measure of revenge by
beating Howard County’s own Tony Basile,
who had beaten Kirk at the Cherry Blossom
10-Miler the week before. “Is this the same
Peter Kirk?” Basile wondered during the 10k.
Apparently it was not, as Kirk won the over-
40 race in 33:21, with Basile about 15
seconds behind. Immediately after they
finished, Peter asked Tony what race he was
doing next weekend!

With a time of 42:52, Howard County
Strider Joy Glass, who lives in Westminster,
easily beat all the master women.

Of particular interest were the
performances of two of the youngest and
oldest participants in the race. Eleven-year
old Strider Johnna Esposito completed the 6.2
miles in 44:41, and 60-year-old John Elliott
finished in 39:11.

In addition to Bea Marie Altieri, Gerry
Clapper, and Tony Basile, a number of other
Howard Countians had sufficiently recovered
from the Cherry Blossom 10 Miler the week
before to turn in good performances at Clyde’s.
Racing team members Robyn Humphrey (4th
woman overall) and Patty Keating each won
age group awards among the 35-39 women,
although Robyn indicated she was not yet
running hard. Vicki Lang provided continued
evidence of her come-back from injuries by
finishing only four seconds behind Robyn as
the fifth woman overall. Bob Burns placed
second among the 45-49 men, although he did
not succeed in beating Bea Marie as he had
done the year before. “I don’t mind finishing
behind a better runner,” he commented. The
resolute Piriya Pinit (third in the 50-54 men)
admitted he had not quite recovered from
Cherry Blossom, while Jerry Warfield had fully
recovered and placed second among the 55-59
men. Mr. Warfield credited his success at
Clyde’s, as well as at Cherry Blossom, to the
workouts he gets mowing his lawn.

“It pays to turn 50,” said Pam West, who
won the 50-54 women’s age group. At least
one woman was glad Pam had gotten older.
“I finally got her out of my age group!” said
Pat Brooks, who consequently placed 3rd
among the 45-49 women.

One entire Strider family ran the race
(most of it) together. Brother and sister Tim
and Shelly Kvech ran with Shelly’s husband
Danny Ives and their mother Arleen Dineen.
“They pulled me up the hills like I was on a
tow-rope,” said Shelly. “Just for fun,” the
family has run other races together, including
the now-discontinued 24 Hour Relay and the
Marine Corps Marathon.

The 1999 Clyde’s 10k boasted one of the
largest fields in the history of the race and the
largest field of the 1990’s. A total of 1405
runners registered for the 10k race, and 1219
cross the finish line. The crisp, clear morning
encouraged a large number of participants to
register on the day of the race.

All runners (and volunteers) received a t-
shirt and all the food they could eat at the
famous Clyde’s brunch after the race. Post-
race 1 ts included fresh ta-loup
and strawberries, pasta salad, chicken
sandwiches, hot-dogs, and Clyde’s chili, all
served from sterling-ware on a half-dozen
tables covered with white linen. To wash
down the food, participants could choose from
Perrier, Coca-Cola (diet or regular) and
Fresca, Budweister, and YooHoo. “They all
ran hard at the end to get to the food,” com-
mented one official at the finish line.

At least one participant was not satisfied
and caused an ugly moment during the race
when, in spite of requests from Paul
Goldenberg, the cognizant race official, she
refused to remove her headphones. She
caused a significant commotion during the
running of the race and abused the race
official.

Mick Slonaker directed the race for the
fifth time with the help of co-director Ray
Lake. The directors enjoyed the assistance of
Miles Weigold’s finish line team, Tim Beaty’s
and Paul Goldenberg’s traffic control and
course marshals, Dave Campbell’s water
supply system, including students from Wilde
Lake (at 2 miles) and Centennial (at 4 miles)
High Schools, Brad Speirman’s registration
group, and Jim DiScuillo’s Race Trak results
team. Howard County Police provided traffic
control at key intersections along the route.
Except for the woman with the headphones,
the race proceeded smoothly on all fronts. “It
was the best Clyde’s finish line we’ve had all
year,” said Mr. Weigold enthusiastically.

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RUNNIN’ IN THE RAIN

More than 60 Howard County Striders
participated in the Annual Nortel Cherry
Blossom 10-Miler on Sunday, April 11, in
Washington, DC. They ran most of the 10
miles in drizzle or outright rain, sloshing
through the puddles and potholes of the DC
asphalt. “It became a training day for me,”
said Robin Humphrey, who nonetheless
turned a 1:07:46. Judi Carbary kept asking
“Why am I doing this?” And on their drive
down from Clarksville, Paul and Pat
Keating seriously debated whether they
would actually run the race or not.
Fortunately, Miles Weigold had taken the
Strider shelter down to West Potomac Park,
so the Howard Countians at least had some
dry place to stand out of the drizzle and leave
their gear during the race. In spite of the
dreary conditions, at least one Strider
reported a personal best. With a 71:00, Ray
Lake shaved about a minute off his 10-mile
time. “Considering the mileage I've been
running,” he said, “that was a surprise.”
Most of the other Striders reported their share
of “PWs”— personal wets.

The weather didn’t seem to bother the
Strider men’s racing teams, the strongest
Howard County ever sent to Cherry Blossom.
Mark Gilmore lead the Strider team with a
50:40, while Gerry Clapper, Dave Berardi
and Chris Chattin all ran sub-53s. The
slowest person on the team, Jon Shuskinsky,
had a 54:28 and placed 33rd overall. All the
Striders finished behind a gaggle of
Kenyans, but in 16th place overall, Mr.
Gilmore was the second American to finish
and the first local finisher. The Stridermen
swept the men’s open competition, handily
beating the second-place Big Dog team from
Montgomery County.

A new generation of Strider masters
enjoyed a similarly strong performance.
Tony Basile, George Altieri, and Jim
Clelland, the core of the team, all broke the
one-hour barrier (they all broke 57 minutes,
in fact), which has never happened on any
Strider master team at Cherry Blossom.
Tony came in only 25 seconds behind the
immortal Bill Rodgers, the first master.
Like the open team, the Strider masters
readily won their team division.

The Strider women’s team proved almost
as strong as the men’s. To no one’s surprise,
Bea Marie Altieri headed the Striderwomen.
Her time of 58:36 was a personal best that
placed her 16th overall among all women.
She also beat Connie Buckwalter, one of her
principal rivals, who finished right behind
in 17th place. Their race may have benefitted
the team, because Connie joined the
Striderwomen’s racing team for this race.
Their teammates Patty Keating and Robyn
Humphrey both contributed sub-68-minute
performances, and the women’s team
finished a strong third among the women’s
open teams. Patty, in fact, earned an
asterisk by her time (1:05:17) as under the
USATF age-group guideline.

In addition to the success of the racing
teams, several other Striders had very good
runs under trying conditions. Piriya Pinit
and Jerry Warfield each took fifth place in
their age groups and won official Cherry
Blossom awards, while Mick Slonaker and
Bob Burns finished 6 and 7 among the 45-49
men, just missing awards. With a 1:10:32,
Art Morey also almost won an award among
the 60-64 men.

The race was not without its calamities.
The women’s racing team suffered a serious
loss when an injury forced Vanessa Cox to
drop out of the race near five miles. She
wound up taking an ambulance back.
Among other injuries, Nancy Burns hurt her
back, and Jim Carbary sustained a pulled
hamstring. “At least I didn’t hurt myself
training,” he groused after the race.
